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Leanne “Lee” Abdnor, President of For Our Grandchildren, is a nationally-known expert in the field of Social Security reform.  In 2001, President Bush appointed her to serve as a member of the President’s Commission to Strengthen Social Security.  Comprised of 8 republicans and 8 democrats, the Commission was co-chaired by former Senator Patrick Moynihan (D-NY) and Richard Parsons, CEO of AOL/TimeWarner. In December of 2001, the Commission finalized a report to the President recommending detailed approaches for reforming Social Security.
As President of For Our Grandchildren, Ms. Abdnor travels the country speaking to groups and the media about the fiscal problems ahead in the Social Security system and the options for reform.  She is especially concerned about the unfairness to our children of not acting soon and instead, burdening our children with the looming shortfall in the system, beginning in 2017.  Ms. Abdnor also serves as Executive Director of Women for a Social Security Choice, a nonprofit organization dedicated to exposing the bias in the current system against working women and with the imperative that all working women (and men) have the choice to invest in a protected Social Security Individual Retirement Account.  
Ms. Abdnor has published articles and been quoted in numerous newspapers, including the Washington Post, Wall Street Journal, the New York Times, and USA Today.   She has been interviewed on hundreds of talk radio shows and has appeared several times on C-Span, and on local networks television stations.  

Before leaving Washington, D.C. in 2000, Ms. Abdnor was the founding Director of the Alliance for Worker Retirement Security (AWRS).  AWRS is a coalition of dozens of organizations who support Social Security reform that includes protected Social Security IRAs, while putting Social Security on a path toward fiscal sustainability.  Members of AWRS include the National Association of Manufacturers, the Business Roundtable, the Hispanic Business Roundtable, United Seniors Association, the American Farm Bureau, and many others.  
Prior to AWRS, (1995-1998) Ms. Abdnor was Vice President for External Affairs at the Cato Institute.  While at Cato, she spent a great deal of her time educating Congressional members and staff on the virtues of Personal Retirement Accounts in Social Security reform.  

With a Masters in Social Work, in 2000, Abdnor moved to Boulder to hike, camp, and enjoy the Rocky Mountains.  She is a volunteer victim’s advocate with the Boulder County Sheriff’s Department.
