I am working as a writer/researcher at Liberal Bangla, a political and pro market, free trade advocacy group of expatriate Bangladeshis in the United Kingdom. The work involves writing, speech making, networking and building contacts with individuals and institutions, and organizing public events as seminars that promote and debate free market policies and limited role of government in poverty ridden countries as Bangladesh. 

Liberal Bangla is listed in the Think Tank Directory of USA’s Atlas Economic Research Foundation. 
Earlier, from 2003 until mid 2004, I worked, also, as a writer/researcher with the London based International Policy Network. My task was to study the economic liberalization process and development in South Asia that include India, Pakistan, and Bangladesh.

From 1999 until 2002, I had moderated a weekly radio Talk Show on open economics, hosted by a private radio station ‘Radio Metro Wave’ in Bangladesh. 
As a student I participated in Bangladesh’s democratic and liberation movements from 1968-1971 and had fled to neighboring India in 1971 as a war refugee. I began my professional career in retail trade in 1974 until 1982. I helped negotiate the sale of two bottling plants for Coco Cola franchises in Bangladesh.  

From 1982 to 1991, I was involved in Bangladeshi politics when the country was ruled by a military dictator from 1982 – 1991. I was a key staff of the leader of the largest political party – Awami League - that had spearheaded the liberation struggle and independence of Bangladesh in 1971. I helped transform the economic mind-set of the party leader and party supporters from their socialist position to centre-right of free market, Rule of Law, and limited government.
