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From 1985 to 2001 Dr. William C. Dennis served Liberty Fund, Inc., and its sister organization the Pierre F. and Enid Goodrich Foundation in various capacities, including Program Officer, Director of Publications, and Director of Grants.  During that time he ran the book-publishing program of Liberty Fund for two years and attended as program officer, discussion leader, participant, or observer over 300 Liberty Fund academic conferences.  Dennis holds a Ph. D. in History from Yale University where he wrote a dissertation entitled A Federalist Persuasion: The American Ideal of the Connecticut Federalists under the direction of Edmund S. Morgan and Howard R. Lamar.  From 1968 to 1985 he was a professor of American History at Denison University where his teaching included courses on World History, and on Colonial America, and America During the Early National Period.  During this time he also spent two years (1981-1983) as Special Assistant to the Assistant Secretary for Policy, Budget and Administration, U. S. Department of the Interior. 

Currently Dennis is an independent consultant in philanthropy, a Senior Fellow of the Atlas Economic Research Foundation, and a Program Officer with the Law and Economics Center at George Mason Law School. He has also nearly completed a book, The Environment for Liberty: Liberty and the Place of Man in Nature that combines his interest in human freedom with his reflections on many years as mountaineer and amateur naturalist.
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
